Stage 1: Looking: David looked at the beautiful Bathsheba 
and continued looking.(verse 2)
Stage 2: Enquiry:  After looking at what you are not 
supposed to look at, you will go further by making 
enquiries (verse 3)
Stage 3: Message after enquiry:  There will be an exchange 
of messages. 
 Step 4: Action real act [verse4]
Stage 5: Result: there is always result if you go as far as 
stage 4 (verse 5)
Step 6: Cover up:  You will attempt to fix the problem but it 
is often difficult (verse6-24)
Step 7: Consequence: After the death of Uriah, David must 
have heaved a sigh of relief but it usually doesn't end there.
